In a love story, the protagonists exit stage left to live
happily ever after. In a French farce…well, you get the idea. Each denouement is suited to solve and resolve the particular
situations created by the circumstances of the story. And so it can be (cue the segue!) with a planned gift to Topeka Civic
Theater and Academy….

The title, Donor Denouement, is to indicate that  the Topeka Civic Theatre Endowment Board of Trustees realizes that
each potential donor with a desire to help perpetuate the quality of life our  theater and academy provide brings a unique set
of circumstances to the resolution of how best to accomplish that.
